Main Roads has commenced roadworks to               
upgrade 15 kilometres of Great Eastern Highway 
around Bodallin (between Stephen Road and just 
West of Noongar South Road). Works will include 
construction of a new two-kilometre eastbound 
passing lane between Bodallin and Moorine 
Rock, intersection upgrades, construction of a 
new westbound rest area between Bodallin and 
Moorine Rock and improvements to the Bodallin 
townsite. Works are due for completion in                 
February 2024 and our contractor will take a 
break over the winter period. Please allow some 
extra time for travel.  
 
Main Roads will be installing a guardrail on Cohn 
Creek Bridge on Great Eastern Highway in                  
Merredin (just west of CBH bins) between 7 – 27 
March 2023. The speed limit will remain at 40 
km/h until the guardrail is installed. During works 
there will be a single lane closure in place.

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COVID Vaccination - Booster doses 

 

All adults can get a booster if it’s been 6 months or longer since their last COVID-19 
booster or confirmed infection (whichever is most recent) for additional protection 
against severe illness from COVID. 
 
This is particularly recommended for people at higher risk of severe illness, including: 

• everyone 65 years and over 
• everyone 18 years and over with medical comorbidities, disability or complex 

health needs. 
 
Children and adolescents aged 5 to 17 with health conditions that put them at risk of  
severe illness can also get a booster dose if it’s been 6 months since their last dose or 
COVID-19 infection, based on an individual risk assessment with their immunisation            
provider. 
 
Booster doses are not recommended at this time for children and adolescents aged 18 
years or under who do not have any risk factors for severe COVID-19. 
 
All vaccines are approved for use in Australia and continue to provide very strong              
protection against serious illness from COVID-19, however, Omicron-specific bivalent 
vaccines are preferred for boosters. 
 
Southern Cross General Practice are offering Pfizer Bivalent (BA.4-5) 12 years+                      
vaccinations from 14th March 2023. This vaccine provides protection from the original 
strain of SARS CoV-2 and from Omicron variants BA.4 and BA.5. Vaccine stock is limited 
at this stage so please call 90491147 to book an appt or to discuss eligibility.  
 

The date you had your last COVID-19 vaccine is on your COVID-19 digital certificate.
