Please be advised that the Southern Cross Rubbish Transfer Station, located on Southern Cross 
South Road, is due to close at the end of March 2018. 
 

From April 2018, all rubbish is to be taken to the Southern Cross Landfill Facility.  The landfill 
access road feeds off Southern Cross South Road, approximately 4.6km’s south of the Great 
Eastern Highway intersection. 
 

The closing of the transfer station will result in significant savings for the Shire and ratepayers 
by eliminating transport costs between the transfer and landfill sites. 
The landfill facility will be a staffed site, please ensure you follow directions from the attendant 

for your safety, and the safety of others using the site.  To ensure costs are kept to a minimum, 

the operating hours for the site will be restricted.
