OFF ROAD VEHICLE USE 
 

The Shire is aware of concerns from Southern Cross residents, relating to off road vehicle use within 
Southern Cross town site, including the bushland up to Three Boys Road.   

Due to potential conflicts with pedestrians and nuisances caused to nearby residents, off road vehicle 
users are asked to avoid this area. 

What is an Off-Road Vehicle 

The Control of Vehicles (Off-road Areas) Act 1978 (the Act), defines an off-road vehicle as:  

“a vehicle which is not licensed, deemed to be licensed, or the subject of a permit granted, under the 
Road Traffic (Vehicles) Act 2012” 

This includes but is not limited to motorbikes, quadbikes, some scooters and buggies. 

Where can Off-Road Vehicles be Driven 

The Act states off-road vehicles are only permitted to be driven/ridden: 

 On privately owned land with the consent of the owners: and 

 On land designated as a “permitted area” by the Minister of Local Government. 

The Shire of Yilgarn has no “permitted areas” designated by the Minister, which means off-road                 
vehicles should only be operated on private land, with the consent of the owner.

The Shire and Southern Cross Police will respond to nuisances around town sites and residences. 

Nuisances 

When riding, operators must do so in a responsible manner, such that noise and dust does not create a 
nuisance for residents.   

Enforcement 

Both the Shire of Yilgarn and WA Police can enforce the requirements of the Act. 

The Shire has been in contact with Southern Cross Police, seeking assistance in policing nuisance              
riders of off-road vehicles within the vicinity of the Southern Cross town site and bushland between 
Three Boys Road.  It should be noted penalties do apply and if caught on gazetted roads, your 
off-road vehicle may be seized.

Plants are out and flowering so watch out! 

There have been a few changes to the Skeleton Weed program for the 19/20 season as            

directed by the Department of Primary Industry & Regional Development: 

 New Finds, Code 1 & Code 3 paddocks are eligible for search assistance 

($6/ha, up from last year.) 

 Code 2 paddocks: If you find plants, it immediately becomes a Code 1 and 

eligible for search assistance after a FULL search is carried out. 

 All code one paddocks need to be searched by the 31st of December 2019. 

All other codes need to be searched by the 31st of January 2019. 

 All property and paddock records to be sent in by the 15th February 2020. 

 Whilst invoices need to be sent in by March 15th, the sooner you complete

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Ongoing exposure to UV can be deadly: summer campaign 
‘Don’t Let The Sun See Your DNA’ 

 
Cancer Council WA has launched it’s 2019/20 summer skin cancer campaign ‘Don’t Let The Sun See Your DNA’ -  
a State-wide campaign to increase knowledge of the dangers of ongoing UV exposure - as figures reveal          
treatment of skin cancer is estimated to cost WA more than $90 million per year. While many people are now 
aware of the link between excessive UV radiation and skin cancer, many are unaware of the cumulative effect of 
UV and do not routinely use sun protection during daily activities. 
 
CCWA Wheatbelt Regional Education Officer said  “The UV in sunlight penetrates our skin to the cells beneath 
the surface, so each time the sun sees our skin cells (when the UV is 3 or above), it's doing damage to the DNA in 
them that can keep building up, until one day it causes a skin cancer. The stronger the UV radiation, the faster 
the DNA damage occurs and that can happen in as little as 10 minutes on a summer day in WA.” 
 
The campaign uses a UV camera to emphasise the cumulative skin damage caused by UV that the human eye 
can’t see. The UV camera uses ultraviolet light to show 
skin damage, caused by UV radiation, which is normally 
hidden. Half of all sunburns in Australia occur during              
passive recreation such as watching sport, gardening or 
picnicking, or during chores around the house.  
 
Cancer Council data shows that while only 11% of Aussie 
adults deliberately attempt to tan their skin, 64% of adults 
actually do have tanned skin. A tan is a sign of damaged 
skin and a risk factor for skin cancer. The fact that so many         
people have an unintentional tan is an indicator that we 
need to improve everyday sun protection.  
“No matter where you are, or what you’re doing, when          
exposed to UV levels of three or above, your skin is being 
damaged, even if you don’t get burnt. This damage adds 
up over time and increases your risk of skin cancer. The 
key to avoiding skin damage is to integrate SunSmart 
measures into your daily routine.” Ms Pickering said.  
 
 “Make it easy for yourself to slip, slop, slap, seek and slide 
when the UV is three or above: keep a broadbrim hat in 
the car or at work for when you duck out for lunch; apply        
sunscreen in the morning before you leave the house; 
don’t forget to wear long sleeves and sunnies; and seek 
shade when the UV is forecast to reach three.”

In Western Australia around 4,000 drivers commit high end drink driving offences,                
repeat drink driving offences or refuse to undertake breath, blood or urine sample when 
required by Western Australia Police to do so. These offenders place themselves and 
every other road user at risk every time they get behind the wheel with an illegal 
amount of alcohol in their system.  
 
Alcohol-related road trauma costs the State $460 million worth of unnecessary death, 
injury, pain and suffering. 
 

Don’t let your night end in the emergency department. 
If you choose to drink, then choose not to drive. 

  
If you choose to have a drink, WA Road Safety Commission suggest as a guide: 
 Men should not drink more than 2 standard drinks in the first hour and 1 standard 

drink every following hour

Pioneers of Yilgarn 
Stage 1.  Citizens who built this district            

between years 1887 and 1914 
 
Wilson, Archie:  Came to Southern Cross in 1894 
and did contract work for the mines.  Wilson 
soon developed a reputation for his mining 
knowledge and handling of men.  He managed 
mines such as Fraser’s and Hopes Hill with large 
workforces during their hey-day, and became 
known as ‘Yilgarn’s boss mining magnate.’   
 
In 1905 he bought into the Greenmount and              
Transvaal and managed to turn these difficult 
mines into paying propositions.  His civic              
involvement included being a Justice of the 
Peace.  He was also Chairman of Yilgarn Road 
Board for nine years.  Many of today’s roads and 
wells owe their existence to Wilson.  At 52 he 
became ill and died in Perth.

Renters have new rights to protect kids  
 
It has been Consumer Protection’s position for a number of years that a small amount of damage to a 
wall, which can easily be repaired, is a small price to pay for ensuring the safety of children living in a 
rental home. Since 2001, on average, one child a year has died in Australia from toppling furniture with 
many more suffering serious injuries.  
 
I’m really pleased to say that we’ve now changed the law, so renters in Western Australia can attach 
furniture or TVs to walls to prevent a child, or person with a disability, being injured or killed. And          
landlords can only deny requests in certain circumstances, such as when fixing something to the wall 
would disturb asbestos, or if the property is heritage listed.  
 
The catalyst for the amendments to WA’s Residential Tenancies Act was the death of 21-month-old 
Reef Kite who was crushed by a chest of drawers in his family’s Yokine rental home in 2015. The                 
inquest into his death heard that the landlord had refused a request to secure the furniture and the 
Coroner recommended the law be changed.  
 
What’s become known as “the toppling furniture Bill’ passed Parliament in November 2019 and             
commenced at the start of December.  
 
Previously, tenants could only anchor furniture to the wall if they had the landlord’s permission. Now, 
tenants simply submit a request form and landlords can only say no in very limited circumstances.              
Tenants should let Consumer Protection know if their request is being denied, so we can check if the 
property owner’s refusal is justified. We will take a dim view of property owners or agents that do not 
comply with this new law and they may face prosecution or disciplinary action.  
 
If you live in a rental home and want to anchor furniture to walls to protect someone with a disability, 
or children, the request form to use is on our website: www.consumerprotection.wa.gov.au. 
  
The trade-off is that tenants are required to restore the wall at the end of their tenancy by patching 
holes and repainting if necessary.
